Using the Tortoise Cursors





This zip contains a static cursor (TortCursor.cur) to use as your normal pointer and an animated one (TortWalkHot.ani) to use as Working in the Background.





There are also three previews so you can see what they look like.





1. Unzip the files to a temporary folder, take a look at the previews, then move or


    copy the two cursor files to your Windows Cursors folder. (You can actually put


    them anywhere, so long as you remember where they are.)





2. Click Start, Settings, Control Panel, Mouse, Pointers.


    Highlight Normal Select, then Browse to your Windows Cursors folder.


    Find the static tortoise (TortCursor.cur), click Open, Apply and OK.


    Now you have a tortoise as your cursor!





3. For the animated one, this time highlight Working in the Background before


    Browse and select the animated tortoise (TortWalkHot.ani).


    You now have a walking tortoise to get you to your websites and open your


    programs!
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
