Instructions for using Tortoise Icons





1. Make yourself a folder for the icons, on your desktop or wherever you choose.


    Name it (eg Tortoise Icons) and remember where it is!





2. Unzip each of the icon files (eg tortic.ico) to this new folder.





3. Choose the folder who's icon you want to replace (let's say it is your Tortoise 


     Care folder) and make a shortcut to it on your desktop. (It is not usually possible


     to change the standard desktop folder icons – so you have to make a shortcut and


     apply the new icon to that.) You will see that the new folder has a little arrow in


     the corner indicating that it is a shortcut.





4. Right click on the new shortcut folder and rename it (in this case ‘Tortoise Care’ or


    ‘Shortcut to Tortoise Care’).





5. Right click on it again, click Properties and Change Icon. Browse to the folder 


    you made and select the new icon you want. Click OK, Apply, OK and your new


    icon  will appear.





Note: It is a good idea to decide where you want to permanently store your icons folder before applying any, because if you move them, your computer won't know where to find them, and you will have to change them all over again!
